LEGISLATION UPDATE 
Heather Baez 
Good News, Bad News 
Whenever someone tells you, “I have 
good news and I have bad news.  

Which would like to hear first?”  
This is typical in the Legislature as 
there are always good bills and bad 
bills.  We as Republicans in the mi-
nority party find ourselves constantly 
battling against bad legislation, but 
still manage to get some good legis-
lation in there too.  Each month I will 
try to highlight some bills to support 
(good news!) and bills to oppose (bad 
news!). 
 
Bills to Support 
AB 2085 & AB 2086 (Huff) - AB 
2085 would have removed controver-
sial language inserted into the Educa-
tion Code last year with the passage 
of SB 777 (Kuehl). Specifically, SB 
777 imposed a prohibition of any in-
struction or school activity that re-
flects or promotes a “discriminatory 
bias” against any person because of 
their sexual orientation.  AB 2086 
would have required a school district 
to send a notice to parents or guardi-
ans when gender identity or sexual 
orientation is discussed in public 
school classrooms. This preserves 
parental rights when sensitive and 
controversial subject matter is dis-
cussed in class.  Status – Both of 
these bills were rejected in the As-
sembly Education Committee on a 
party-line vote of 3-6 but hopefully 
with a grassroots effort, this issue 
will not go down quietly! 
 
SB 1274 (Wyland) – Would require 
all students at public elementary and 
secondary schools to recite the 
Pledge of Allegiance daily in school, 
and that upon finishing third grade, 
students will have memorized the 
Pledge of Allegiance and the United 
States National Anthem, so by sixth 
grade words like “pledge,” 
“allegiance” and “republic” are un-
derstood.  Status – Unanimously ap-
proved by the Senate Education 
Committee, but currently on the Sen-
ate Appropriations Suspense File. 
 
Bills to Oppose 
AB 2943 (Lieber) – The “Spanking 

Bill” that just won’t go away.  This 
bill would make it a misdemeanor for 
any person who willfully causes or 
allows a child to suffer great bodily 
harm, injury or death.  This would 
include physical or mental pain, and 
also includes a list of items one can-
not strike a child with that may cause 
injury.  Why is this on the “oppose” 
list – it’s unnecessary!  I’m sure 
we’re all aware that child abuse has 
been against the law for many, many 
years.  If a parent hits a child so hard 
that it causes great injury, that’s not 
spanking, that’s abuse and it’s much 
different.  Maybe if the author had 
children she’d realize that. 
 
SB 1066 (Migden) – Revises the gen-
der and age criteria for domestic part-
nerships, allowing opposite sex cou-
ples to register as “domestic part-
ners.”  Not only are their HUGE fis-
cal liabilities with this bill it com-
pletely degrades the institution of 
marriage.  If a couple can receive all 
of the benefits (tax breaks, health & 
death benefits just to name a few) 
without actually being married, it 
does nothing to encourage couples to 
marry and foster a healthy family re-
lationship.  Status – Approved 3-1 by 
the Senate Judiciary Committee and 
currently on the Senate Appropria-
tions Committee.

JUNE 3, 2008 DIRECT PRIMARY 
BALLOT INITIATIVES  
To: Members of CFRW

There are only two measures on the 
June ballot, both constitutional initia-
tives. They are closely related. In fact, 
Proposition 99 clearly was qualified in 
an attempt to nullify Proposition 98.  
Background:  State and local govern-
ments frequently purchase property 
from private owners to use for public 
purposes. Usually, the sellers are will-
ing. When they are not, governments 
may then exercise "eminent domain," 
which under California law means 
that they may take the property as 
long as it is for a "public use" or pur-
pose and that they must pay the prop-
erty owner "just compensation" as 
well as relocation costs (including 
some compensation for business 
losses). The greatest controversy 
arises when eminent domain is used to 
take private property and then transfer 
it to other private persons or entities. 
This happens particularly in redevel-
opment areas where new owners use 
the property to build retail complexes, 
hotels, etc.  
Proposition 98 is complex but has 
two basic purposes. First, it prohibits 
government from taking ownership of 
property and then transferring it to a 
private party. The measure addition-
ally prohibits government from using 
property essentially the same way as 
the private owner did. If government 
takes a property for one purpose, it 
cannot use it for another unless it of-
fers to sell it back to its previous 
owner. Exemptions are included in 
cases where the government is ad-
dressing a public nuisance or criminal 
activity or when it somehow is part of 
a state of emergency declared by the 
Governor.  
Second, and equally important, Propo-
sition 98 generally prohibits rent con-
trol. It would phase out existing local 
measures and prohibit new ones that 
limit what property owners may 

charge others to purchase, 
occupy or use their land or 

buildings. There also is a provision 
that limits government's authority to 
impose restrictions on the 
"'ownership, occupancy, or use of 
property" if said restrictions are meant 
to "transfer the economic benefit" to 
another private person. The Legisla-
tive Analyst believes that this may 
result in invalidating programs that 
mandate low cost units in new hous-
ing developments (inclusionary hous-
ing) or that mandate relocation bene-
fits when an apartment owner con-
verts the apartments to condomini-
ums.  
Proposition 99 prohibits government 
from using eminent domain to take a 
single family home or condominium 
for the purpose of transferring it to 
another private party. This would not 
apply if the owner does not live in the 
dwelling or has lived there less than a 
year or if there are concerns with pub-
lic safety or health, criminal activity, 
or emergencies. Since government 
today does not usually take single 
family houses, the key to the measure 
is found in its final provision. If 
Proposition 99 is approved by more 
votes than is Proposition 98, Proposi-
tion 98 will not take effect. (Editorial: 
I assume a court would have to decide 
if they could do this in j reference to 
the rent control items.)  
Conclusions: This is an important 
discussion. Small business owners 
who are swept out of the way for big 
projects feel they can never really be 
compensated for their losses. Cities, 
on the other hand, believe Proposition 
98 would make it impractical to put 
together the many small parcels nec-
essary for projects to revitalize their 
communities. As a funny example, I 
am fairly sure that Los Angeles could 
not have cleared the way for the 
Dodgers to be in Chavez Ravine if 
this had been in place. Each voter 
must make a choice based on her per-
sonal preferences. As far as rent con-
trol and inclusionary housing are con-
cerned, they really do seem to violate 
Republican principles and should be 
abolished somehow.

The Real Cost of  
Immigration 

Should the State of 
California conduct a 
comprehensive study 
to determine the costs and benefits of 
illegal immigration relative to the 
economy, social services, health care, 
and education? You bet.  
     Recently, Investor’s Business 
Daily ran an article that I wanted to 
share with you that summarized a re-
port which attempted to establish a 
comprehensive study of the costs and 
benefits of illegal immigration and, 
consequently, provide the state and 
federal government with a foundation 
of information for sound immigration 
policy in the future. Rubenstein’s 
groundbreaking study, of which the 
facts below offer only a taste, suggests 
that Washington and Sacramento 
doesn’t want to take a good look at 
the issue because the facts will spur 
the public to demand action to stop 
the hemorrhage of taxpayer money 
out-of-control immigration is causing. 
The 70-page study conducted by Man-
hattan Institute adjunct fellow Edwin 
S. Rubenstein looked across the gov-
ernment at departments and agencies 
that include Agriculture, Commerce, 
Defense, Education, Energy, Interior, 
Justice, Labor, HHS, HUD, Transpor-
tation, Treasury and the State Depart-
ment, as well as Homeland Security 
and the Social Security Administra-
tion. 
· Rubenstein found that each immi-
grant costs taxpayers more than 
$9,000, while every immigrant house-
hold of four costs $36,000 in taxes. 
· Rand found that "the total addi-
tional per pupil costs for language as-
sistance instruction was estimated to 
be …about $3.9 billion ($1,030 times 
3.8 million)." 
· Turning to the Department of Jus-
tice, the study found that of all prison-
ers in federal prisons, 27% are crimi-
nal aliens, with a total cost of $1.5 
billion. 6
